Assemhbly

Follow the steps betow to assemble your Technics piano. Make sure you are using the carrect parts and that they

are in the correct direction.
¢ At feast 2 people are required for assembly.
o To disassemble the piano, reverse the procedure.

1. Remove the packing and take the parts out of the carton.

Confirm that all the parts on the printed list are present.

2. The tollowing parts are in the screw kit.

°When the piano has been moved or transported, retighten
the screws securely.
